Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

(a) IN GENERAL.— 4

(1) INCREASE IN PRIMARY INSURANCE AMOUNT 5

COMPUTATION FORMULA.—Section 215(a)(1)(A)(i) 6

of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 7
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415(a)(1)(A)(i)) is amended by striking ‘‘90 per-1

cent’’ and inserting ‘‘93 percent’’. 2

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.— 3

(1) IN GENERAL.—The amendments made by 4

this section shall apply with respect to monthly in-5

surance benefits payable for months in calendar 6

years 2025 through 2034. 7

(2) RECOMPUTATION OF PRIMARY INSURANCE 8

AMOUNTS.—Notwithstanding section 215(f) of the 9

Social Security Act, the Commissioner of Social Se-10

curity shall recompute primary insurance amounts 11

to the extent necessary— 12

(A) to carry out the amendments made by 13

this section; and 14

(B) to account for the nonapplication of 15

such amendments after calendar year 2034. 16

(c) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—For purposes of ap-17

plying subparagraphs (A) and (B) of section 215(i)(1) of 18

the Social Security Act in any calendar year, nothing in 19

this section or the amendments made by this section shall 20

be considered a general benefit increase under title II of 21

such Act. 22

(a) IN GENERAL.— 24
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(1) IN GENERAL.—Section 215(i)(1)(D) of the 1

Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 415(i)(1)(D)) is 2

amended by striking ‘‘Consumer Price Index’’ and 3

all that follows through ‘‘such index’’ and inserting 4

‘‘Consumer Price Index for Urban Wage Earners 5

and Clerical Workers (CPI–W, as published by the 6

Bureau of Labor Statistics of the Department of 7

Labor) or Consumer Price Index for Elderly Con-8

sumers (CPI–E, as published by such Bureau) 9

(whichever such index results in the higher percent-10

age under this subparagraph) exceeds the same such 11

index’’. 12

(2) CONFORMING AMENDMENT.—Section 13

215(i)(1)(G) of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 14

415(i)(1)(G)) is amended by inserting ‘‘applicable 15

for purposes of subparagraph (D)’’ after ‘‘Consumer 16

index for each calendar month to be known as the ‘‘Con-22

sumer Price Index for Elderly Consumers’’ that indicates 23

changes over time in expenditures for consumption which 24
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are typical for individuals in the United States who have 1

attained age 62. 2

(e) TRANSITION RULE.—Prior to the publication of 3

the Consumer Price Index for Elderly Consumers (CPI– 4

E) pursuant to subsection (d), the reference to such index 5

made in each of the amendments made by subsections (a) 6

and (b) shall be deemed to be a reference to the research 7

price index prepared by the Bureau of Labor Statistics 8

of the Department of Labor known as the Consumer Price 9

Index for Americans 62 years of age and older (R–CPI– 10

E). 11

(f) EFFECTIVE DATE.— 12

(1) IN GENERAL.—The amendments made by 13

this section shall apply only to determinations made 14

with respect to cost-of-living computation quarters 15

(as defined in section 215(i)(1)(B) of the Social Se-16

curity Act (42 U.S.C. 415(i)(1)(B))) ending on Sep-17

tember 30 of calendar years 2024 through 2033.

(2) NONAPPLICATION AFTER 2033.— 19

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 215(a)(1) of the Social 20

Security Act (42 U.S.C. 415(a)(1)) is amended— 21

(1) by redesignating subparagraph (D) as sub-22

paragraph (E); and 23

(2) by inserting after subparagraph (C) the fol-24

lowing new subparagraph: 25
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‘‘(D)(i) Effective with respect to the benefits of indi-1

viduals who become eligible for old-age insurance benefits 2

or disability insurance benefits (or die before becoming so 3

eligible) after 2024, no primary insurance amount com-4

puted under subparagraph (A) may be less than the great-5

er of— 6

‘‘(I) the minimum monthly amount computed 7

under subparagraph (C); or 8

‘‘(II) in the case of an individual who has more 9

than 10 years of work (as defined in clause (iv)(I)), 10

the alternative minimum amount determined under 11

clause (ii). 12

‘‘(ii)(I) The alternative minimum amount determined 13

under this clause is the applicable percentage of 1⁄12 of 14

the annual dollar amount determined under clause (iii) for 15

the year in which the amount is determined. 16

‘‘(II) For purposes of subclause (I), the applicable 17

percentage is the percentage specified in connection with 18

the number of years of work, as set forth in the following 19

preceding such calendar year, or, if larger, the an-7

nual dollar amount for 2025 multiplied by the ratio 8

of— 9

‘‘(aa) the national average wage index (as 10

defined in section 209(k)(1)) for the second cal-11

endar year preceding the calendar year for 12

which the determination is made, to 13

‘‘(bb) the national average wage index (as 14

so defined) for 2023. 15

‘‘(iv) For purposes of this subparagraph— 16

‘‘(I) the term ‘year of work’ means, with re-17

spect to an individual, a year to which 4 quarters of 18
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coverage have been credited based on such individ-1

SEC. 104. INCREASING THRESHOLD AMOUNTS FOR INCLU-3

SION OF SOCIAL SECURITY BENEFITS IN IN-4

COME. 5

(a) IN GENERAL.—Subsection (a) of section 86 of the 6

Internal Revenue Code of 1986 is amended to read as fol-7

lows: 8

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—Gross income for the taxable 9

year of any taxpayer described in subsection (b) (notwith-10

standing section 207 of the Social Security Act) includes 11

Social Security benefits in an amount equal to the lesser 12

of— 13

‘‘(1) 85 percent of the Social Security benefits 14

received during the taxable year, or 15

‘‘(2) one-half of the excess described in sub-16

section (b)(1).’’. 17

(b) BASE AMOUNT.—Subsection (c) of section 86 of 18

such Code is amended to read as follows: 19

‘‘(c) BASE AMOUNT.—For purposes of this section, 20

the term ‘base amount’ means— 21

‘‘(1) except as otherwise provided in this para-22

graph, $35,000, 23

‘‘(2) $50,000 in the case of a joint return, and 24

‘‘(3) zero in the case of a taxpayer who— 25
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‘‘(A) is married as of the close of the tax-1

able year (within the meaning of section 7703) 2

but does not file a joint return for such year, 3

and 4

‘‘(B) does not live apart from his spouse at 5

all times during the taxable year.’’.

(c) TRANSFERS TO TRUST FUNDS.— 7

Federal Hospital Insurance Trust Fund such 11

amounts as would be transferred to such fund under 12

section 121(e) of the Social Security Amendments of 13

1983 (42 U.S.C. 401 note) and section 86 of such 14

Code as such sections were in effect on the day be-15

fore the date of the enactment of this Act, at such 16

times and in such manner as would be provided 17

therein. 18

(2) TRANSFERS TO PAYOR FUNDS.—Of the bal-19

ance of the total revenue from taxation of social se-20

curity benefits remaining after appropriations under 21

paragraph (1) have been made, there are appro-22

priated to each payor fund amounts equivalent to 23

the portion of such balance equal to a fraction— 24
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(A) the numerator of which is the amount 1

equivalent to the net revenues received in the 2

Treasury attributable to the application of sec-3

tions 86 and 871(a)(3) of such Code to pay-4

ments from such payor fund made in taxable 5

years beginning after December 31, 2024, and 6

before January 1, 2035; and 7

(B) the denominator of which is the total 8

revenue from taxation of social security bene-9

fits. 10

(3) TRANSFERS.—The amounts appropriated 11

by paragraph (2) to any payor fund shall be trans-12

ferred from time to time (but not less frequently 13

than quarterly) from the general fund of the Treas-14

ury on the basis of estimates made by the Secretary 15

of the Treasury of the amounts referred to in such 16

paragraph. Any such quarterly payment shall be 17

made on the first day of such quarter and shall take 18

into account social security benefits estimated to be 19

received during such quarter. Proper adjustments 20

shall be made in the amounts subsequently trans-21

ferred to the extent prior estimates were in excess 22

of or less than the amounts required to be trans-23

ferred. 24
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(4) DEFINITIONS.—For purposes of this sub-1

section— 2

(A) TOTAL REVENUE FROM TAXATION OF 3

SOCIAL SECURITY BENEFITS.—The term ‘‘total 4

revenue from taxation of social security bene-5

fits’’ means the amount equivalent to the net 6

revenues received in the Treasury attributable 7

to the application of sections 86 and 871(a)(3) 8

of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 to pay-9

ments from any payor fund made in taxable 10

years beginning after December 31, 2024, and 11

before January 1, 2035. 12

(B) PAYOR FUND.—The term ‘‘payor 13

fund’’ means any trust fund or account from 14

which payments of social security benefits are 15

made. 16

(C) SOCIAL SECURITY BENEFITS.—The 17

term ‘‘social security benefits’’ has the meaning 18

given such term by section 86(d)(1) of the In-19

ternal Revenue Code of 1986. 20

(5) CONFORMING AMENDMENT.—Section 21

121(e) of the Social Security Amendments of 1983 22

(42 U.S.C. 401 note) is repealed. 23
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(d) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by 1

this section shall apply to taxable years beginning after 2

December 31, 2024, and before January 1, 2035. 3

(a) IN GENERAL.— 6

(1) WIDOWS.—Section 202(e) of the Social Se-7

curity Act (42 U.S.C. 402(e)) is amended— 8

(A) in paragraph (1)— 9

(i) in subparagraph (B), by inserting 10

‘‘and’’ at the end; 11

(ii) in subparagraph (C)(iii), by strik-12

ing ‘‘and’’ at the end; 13

(iii) by striking subparagraph (D); 14

(iv) by redesignating subparagraphs 15

(E) and (F) as subparagraphs (D) and 16

(E), respectively; and 17

(v) in the flush matter following sub-18

paragraph (E)(ii), as so redesignated, by 19

striking ‘‘becomes entitled to an old-age in-20

surance benefit’’ and all that follows 21

through ‘‘such deceased individual,’’; 22

(B) by striking subparagraph (A) in para-23

graph (2) and inserting the following: 24
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‘‘(2)(A) Except as provided in subsection 1

(k)(5), subsection (q), and subparagraph (D) of this 2

paragraph, such widow’s insurance benefit for each 3

month shall be equal to the greater of— 4

‘‘(i) the primary insurance amount (as de-5

termined for purposes of this subsection after 6

application of subparagraphs (B) and (C)) of 7

such deceased individual, or 8

‘‘(ii) subject to paragraph (9), in the case 9

of a fully insured widow, 75 percent of the sum 10

of any old-age or disability insurance benefit for 11

which the widow is entitled for such month and 12

the primary insurance amount (as determined 13

for purposes of this subsection after application 14

of subparagraphs (B) and (C)) of such deceased 15

individual.’’; 16

(C) in paragraph (5)— 17

(i) in subparagraph (A), by striking 18

‘‘paragraph (1)(F)’’ and inserting ‘‘para-19

graph (1)(E)’’; and 20

(ii) in subparagraph (B), by striking 21

‘‘paragraph (1)(F)(i)’’ and inserting 22

‘‘paragraph (1)(E)(i)’’; and 23

(D) by adding at the end the following: 24
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‘‘(9) For purposes of paragraph (2)(A)(ii), the 1

amount determined under such paragraph shall not 2

exceed the primary insurance amount for such 3

month of a hypothetical individual— 4

‘‘(A) who became entitled to old-age insur-5

ance benefits upon attaining early retirement 6

age during the month in which the deceased in-7

dividual referred to in paragraph (1) became 8

entitled to old-age or disability insurance bene-9

fits, or died (before becoming entitled to such 10

benefits), and 11

‘‘(B) to whom wages and self-employment 12

income were credited in each of such hypo-13

thetical individual’s elapsed years (within the 14

meaning of section 215(b)(2)(B)(iii)) in an 15

amount equal to the national average wage 16

index (as described in section 209(k)(1)) for 17

each such year.’’. 18

(2) WIDOWERS.—Section 202(f) of the Social 19

Security Act (42 U.S.C. 402(f)) is amended— 20

(A) in paragraph (1)— 21

paragraph, such widower’s insurance benefit for 14

each month shall be equal to the greater of— 15

‘‘(i) the primary insurance amount (as de-16

termined for purposes of this subsection after 17

application of subparagraphs (B) and (C)) of 18

such deceased individual, or 19

‘‘(ii) subject to paragraph (9), in the case 20

of a fully insured widower, 75 percent of the 21

sum of any old-age or disability insurance ben-22

efit for which the widower is entitled for such 23

month and the primary insurance amount (as 24

determined for purposes of this subsection after 25
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application of subparagraphs (B) and (C)) of 1

such deceased individual.’’; 2

(C) in paragraph (5)— 3

(i) in subparagraph (A), by striking 4

‘‘paragraph (1)(F)’’ and inserting ‘‘para-5

graph (1)(E)’’; and 6

(ii) in subparagraph (B), by striking 7

‘‘paragraph (1)(F)(i)’’ and inserting 8

‘‘paragraph (1)(E)(i)’’; and 9

(D) by adding at the end the following: 10

‘‘(9) For purposes of paragraph (2)(A)(ii), the 11

amount determined under such paragraph shall not 12

SEC. 106. INCREASING BENEFITS FOR BENEFICIARIES 12

AFTER 15 YEARS OF ELIGIBILITY. 13

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 202 of the Social Security 14

Act (42 U.S.C. 402) is amended by adding at the end the 15

following new subsection: 16

  (B) The applicable percentage specified for a monthly insurance benefit under this subparagraph for a calendar year is the percentage specified, in connection with the year described in the following table, as follows:

  (II) on January 1 of the applicable year of eligibility for the qualified beneficiary, such putative individual were fully insured, attained retirement age (as defined in section 216(l)(2)) and were otherwise eligible for, and applied for, old-age insurance benefits; and 
  (III) such putative individual’s average indexed monthly earnings taken into account in determining such primary insurance amount were equal to  1/12 of the national average wage index (as defined in section 209(k)(1)) for the second year prior to such applicable year of eligibility.

  (A) a child, grandchild, niece, or nephew (of such individual or such individual’s spouse or domestic partner), or a child to which the individual or the individual’s spouse or domestic partner is standing in loco parentis, who is under the age of 12; or 
  (B) a child, grandchild, niece, or nephew (of such individual or such individual’s spouse or domestic partner), a child to which the individual or the individual’s spouse or domestic partner is standing in loco parentis, a parent, grandparent, sibling, aunt, or uncle (of such individual or his or her spouse or domestic partner), or such individual’s spouse or domestic partner, if such child, grandchild, niece, nephew, parent, grandparent, sibling, aunt, uncle, spouse, or domestic partner is a chronically dependent individual. 
  (3) 
  (A) The term  chronically dependent individual means an individual who— 
  (i) is dependent on a daily basis on verbal reminding, physical cueing, supervision, or other assistance provided to the individual by another person in the performance of at least two of the activities of daily living (described in subparagraph (B)) or instrumental activities of daily living (described in subparagraph (C)); and 
  (ii) without the assistance described in clause (i), could not perform such activities of daily living or instrumental activities of daily living. 
  (B) The  activities of daily living referred to in subparagraph (A) means basic personal everyday activities, including— 
  (i) eating; 
  (ii) bathing; 
  (iii) dressing; 
  (iv) toileting; and 
  (v) transferring in and out of a bed or in and out of a chair. 
  (C) The  instrumental activities of daily living referred to in subparagraph (A) means activities related to living independently in the community, including— 
  (i) meal planning and preparation; 
  (ii) managing finances; 
  (iii) shopping for food, clothing, or other essential items; 
  (iv) performing essential household chores; 
  (v) communicating by phone or other form of media; and 
  (vi) traveling around and participating in the community. 
  (b) Deemed Wages of Caregiver 
  (1) 
  (A) For purposes of determining entitlement to and the amount of any monthly benefit for any month after December 2024, or entitlement to any lump-sum death payment in the case of a death after such month, payable under this title on the basis of the wages and self-employment income of any individual, including for purposes of determining such individual’s insured status for purposes of sections 214, 216(i)(3), and 223(c), such individual shall be deemed to have been paid during each qualifying year (in addition to wages or self-employment income actually paid to or derived by such individual during such year) at an amount per year equal to— 
  (i) in the case of a qualifying year during which no wages, self-employment income, or earnings from noncovered service were actually paid to or derived by such individual, 50 percent of the national average wage index (as defined in section 209(k)(1)) for the second calendar year preceding such calendar year; and 
  (ii) in the case of any other qualifying year, the excess of the amount determined under clause (i) over  1/2 of the wages, self-employment income, and earnings from noncovered service actually paid to or derived by such individual during such year. 
  (B) In any case in which there are more than 5 qualifying years for an individual, the 5 qualifying years taken into account for purposes of this section shall be the 5 qualifying years (whether or not consecutive) which result in the largest monthly benefits payable under this title on the basis of the wages and self-employment income of the individual for months after December 2024. 
  (C) For purposes of this paragraph, the term  earnings from noncovered service means earnings for service which did not constitute  employment as defined in section 210 for purposes of this title.  
  (2) Paragraph (1) shall not be applicable in the case of any monthly benefit or lump-sum death payment if a larger such benefit or payment, as the case may be, would be payable without its application. 
  (3) Any assistance or support services provided to caregivers under section 1720G of title 38, United States Code, shall not be considered wages or self-employment income for the purposes of this section. 
  (c) Rules and regulations

  (2) the taxes imposed by chapter 2 (other than section 1401(b)) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 with respect to self-employment income (as defined in section 1402 of such Code) reported to the Secretary of the Treasury on tax returns under subtitle F of such Code, as determined by the Secretary of the Treasury by applying the applicable rate of tax under such chapter (other than section 1401(b)) to such self-employment income, which self-employment income shall be certified by the Commissioner of Social Security on the basis of the records of self-employment income established and maintained by the Commissioner of Social Security in accordance with such returns; and 
  (3) the taxes imposed by paragraph (1)(B) and (2)(B) of section 1411(a) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986. All amounts transferred to the Social Security Trust Fund under the preceding sentence shall be invested by the Managing Trustee in the same manner and to the same extent as the other assets of the Trust Fund. Notwithstanding the preceding sentence, in any case in which the Secretary of the Treasury determines that the assets of the Trust Fund would otherwise be inadequate to meet the Trust Fund's obligations for any month, the Secretary of the Treasury shall transfer to the Trust Fund on the first day of such month the total amount which would have been transferred to the Trust Fund under this section as in effect on October 1, 1990; and the Trust Fund shall pay interest to the general fund on the amount so transferred on the first day of any month at a rate (calculated on a daily basis, and applied against the difference between the amount so transferred on such first day and the amount which would have been transferred to the Trust Fund up to that day under the procedures in effect on January 1, 1983) equal to the rate earned by the investments of the Trust Fund in the same month under subsection (d). .

  (3) Cessation of moratorium upon report to Congress Paragraph (1) shall cease to be effective 180 days after the Commissioner submits to the Committee on Ways and Means of the House of Representatives and the Committee on Finance of the Senate a detailed report outlining and justifying the process for selecting field or hearing offices to be closed or consolidated or otherwise to have limited access. Such report shall include— 
  (A) an analysis of the criteria used for selecting field or hearing offices for closure, consolidation, or limited access; 
  (B) a description of how the Commissioner has analyzed and considered relevant factors, including but not limited to transportation and communication burdens faced by individuals serviced by the offices, including elderly and disabled citizens; and 
  (C) a description of any method of cost-benefit analysis applied by the Commissioner in connection with closures and consolidations of field or hearing offices, and other limitations on access to field or hearing offices, including any analysis that takes into account— 
  (i) the anticipated savings resulting from the closure, consolidation, or limitation on access; 
  (ii) the anticipated costs associated with replacing services lost by the closure, consolidation, or limitation on access; 
  (iii) the anticipated effects on employees of the offices affected; 
  (iv) how the loss of access resulting from the closure, consolidation, or limitation on access will be replaced by the establishment of a new field or hearing office, increased access at a different office, or some other means, and the factors considered by the Commissioner in determining how to replace such lost access; and 
  (v) such other relevant factors as may be determined by the Commissioner, including but not limited to transportation and communication burdens faced by individuals serviced by the offices, including elderly and disabled citizens. 
  (b) Requirements for future closures, consolidations, and new limitations on access 
  (1) In general Section 704 of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 904) is amended by adding at the end the following new subsection: 
  
  (f) Field and Hearing Offices 
  (1) Subject to paragraph (6), the Commissioner may not close a field or hearing office of the Administration, consolidate two or more such offices, or otherwise impose any new limitation on public access to any such office, unless the Commissioner complies with the requirements of paragraphs (2), (3), (4), and (5) in connection with the closure, consolidation, or limitation on public access.

  (A) The requirements of this paragraph are met in connection with a closure, consolidation, or new limitation on access referred to in paragraph (1) only if— 
  (i) not later than 120 days before the date of the closure, consolidation, or limitation on access, the Commissioner provides effective public notice of the proposed closure, consolidation, or limitation on access (including, to the extent practicable, notice by direct mailing and through community outlets such as newspapers and posting in heavily frequented public spaces) to individuals residing in the area serviced by the affected office or offices; 
  (ii) the public notice issued pursuant to clause (i) includes information on— 
  (I) how the Commissioner will, not later than 30 days after the date of the closure, consolidation, or limitation on access, replace the loss in access resulting from the closure, consolidation, or limitation on access by establishing a new office, increasing public access to a different office, or some other means; and 
  (II) how to contact the Administration if an individual experiences service delays or problems as a result of the closure, consolidation, or limitation on access; and 
  (iii) not earlier than 30 days after the issuance of public notice pursuant to clause (i) and not later than 45 days before the date of the proposed closure, consolidation, or limitation on access, the Commissioner conducts at least 2 public hearings (scheduled so that the first and last such hearings are separated by at least 10 days), at which the Commissioner presents the justifications for the closure, consolidation, or limitation on access described in subparagraph (B) and provides for attendees an opportunity to present their views regarding the proposed closure, consolidation, or limitation on access. 
  (B) The justifications referred to in subparagraph (A)(iii) shall consist of the following: 
  (i) an analysis of the criteria used for selecting the field or hearing office or offices for closure, consolidation, or limited access; 
  (ii) a description of how the Commissioner has analyzed and considered relevant factors, including but not limited to transportation and communication burdens faced by individuals serviced by the offices, including elderly and disabled citizens; and 
  (iii) a description of a method of cost-benefit analysis which shall be applied by the Commissioner in connection with the closure, consolidation, or limitation on access, and which shall take into account— 
  (I) the anticipated savings resulting from the closure, consolidation, or limitation on access; 
  (II) the anticipated costs associated with replacing services lost by the closure, consolidation, or limitation on access; 
  (III) the anticipated effects on employees of the offices affected; and 
  (IV) such other relevant factors as may be determined by the Commissioner, including but not limited to transportation and communication burdens faced by individuals serviced by the offices, including elderly and disabled citizens. 
  (C) The notice provided pursuant to subparagraph (A)(i) shall include notice of the time and place of the public hearings to be conducted pursuant to clause (A)(iii) and of the right of aggrieved individuals to appeal to the Commissioner regarding the proposed closure, consolidation, or limitation on access pursuant to paragraph (4). 
  (3) The requirements of this paragraph are met in connection with a closure, consolidation, or limitation on access referred to in paragraph (1) only if, not later than 30 days before the date of the proposed closure, consolidation, or limitation on access, the Commissioner submits to the Committee on Ways and Means of the House of Representatives, the Committee on Finance of the Senate, and each Member of the Congress representing a State or congressional district in which the affected office or offices are located a detailed final report in support of the closure, consolidation, or limitation on access. Such report shall include— 
  (A) the justifications described in paragraph (2)(B), (including any amendments made to such justifications after the public hearings conducted pursuant to paragraph (2)(A)); 
  (B) any findings made by the Commissioner pursuant to the public hearings; 
  (C) the status of any appeals regarding the closure, consolidation, or new limitation on access which were commenced pursuant to paragraph (4) before the date of the report; 
  (D) the final decision of the Commissioner regarding the closure, consolidation, or new limitation on access; and 
  (E) such other information as the Commissioner considers relevant. 
  (4) 
  (A) Upon timely request by any individual who makes a showing in writing described in subparagraph (B) in connection with a proposed closure, consolidation, or limitation on access referred to in subparagraph (A), the Commissioner shall give such individual an opportunity for a hearing with respect to the closure, consolidation, or limitation on access. The request for the hearing shall be considered timely only if it is made not later than 30 days before the proposed date of the closure, consolidation, or limitation on access. The Commissioner shall submit to the Committee on Ways and Means of the House of Representatives, the Committee on Finance of the Senate, and each Member of the Congress representing a State or congressional district in which the affected office or offices are located the Commissioner’s findings based on the hearing and a description of any action taken or to be taken by the Commissioner on the basis of such findings. 
  (B) A showing described in subparagraph (A) shall consist of a showing that— 
  (i) the determination of the Commissioner to close a field or hearing office, consolidate field or hearing offices, or impose a new limitation on access to a field or hearing office is arbitrary, capricious, an abuse of discretion, not in accordance with law, or not based on substantial evidence; or 
  (ii) the Commissioner has failed to observe procedures required by law in connection with the closure, consolidation, or new limitation on access. 
  (5) The requirement of this paragraph is met in connection with a closure, consolidation, or limitation on access referred to in paragraph (1) only if such closure, consolidation, or limitation on access will not result in the total number of field or hearing offices of the Administration falling below the total number of such offices that were in operation on September 30, 2022. 
  (6) Paragraph (1) shall not apply with respect to any temporary action by the Commissioner to close or otherwise limit access to field or hearing offices in response to an emergency. . 
  (2) Effective date The amendment made by paragraph (1) of this subsection shall apply with respect to closures and consolidations of field or hearing offices and impositions of new limitations on access to such offices occurring after the cessation of the moratorium under subsection (a) of this section. 
  303. Ensuring access to professional representation 
  (a) In general Section 206(a)(2)(A) of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 406(a)(2)(A)) is amended by striking  The Commissioner of Social Security shall and all that follows through the end and inserting the following:  Notwithstanding the previous sentence, in the case of an agreement described in this subparagraph entered into on or after the date of enactment of the  Social Security 2100 Act, there shall be substituted for the dollar amount specified in clause (ii)(II) an amount equal to such dollar amount (as increased pursuant to the previous sentence) in effect for the calendar year preceding such calendar year or, if larger, the product (rounded to the nearest dollar) of $4,000 and the ratio of the national average wage index (as defined in section 209(k)(1)) for the second calendar year preceding such calendar year to the national average wage index (as so defined) for 1989. Not later than November 1 of each calendar year after 2022, the Commissioner of Social Security shall publish in the Federal Register the dollar amount applicable to agreements entered into in the succeeding calendar year.. 
  (b) Conforming amendment Section 209(k)(1) of such Act (42 U.S.C. 409(k)(1)), as amended by sections 103(c) and 106(b), is further amended by inserting  206(a)(2)(A),  after  203(f)(8)(B)(ii),. 
  (c) Publication of transition amount The Commissioner of Social Security shall publish in the Federal Register the dollar amount applicable to agreements entered into during the portion of 2023 occurring on or after the date of enactment of this Act not later than 3 months after such date of enactment. 
  (d) Effective date The amendments made by this section shall apply with respect to agreements entered into on or after the date of enactment of this Act.
